As we investigate our past, it would be very meaningful if 

students explore their family’s history.  Students will be asked to 

interview a family member, preferably a grandparent, to discover 

information about life in the past.  In addition, students will 

make a poster (24in x 36in) to display their family’s cultural 
history.  Please, no foam boards or tri-fold presentation boards.  

On the poster, students should include:

· map(s)/flag(s) of where their family came from

· 3-5 traditional foods

· 1-2 cultural games that are played   
· 2-3 holiday/cultural celebrations, traditional clothes worn, if any
-You may print out clip art, photographs and/or draw on your poster. The pictures should have captions to explain what it is showing.  It can be either typed or handwritten.  
-You may also attach some artifacts, but nothing valuable because of the possibility of it being damaged or lost. 
-The interview is turned in separately. That may also be typed or handwritten.
-A presentation schedule will be made and e-mailed. Your child’s project should be brought in the day of their presentation.
